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Attorney General Peter W. Heed, today announced that the Attorney General’s Office has established procedures for reporting election law violations.  The Attorney General’s Office enforces the State election laws and certain voting rights established by the Federal Help America Vote Act of 2002.  

Individuals who have reason to believe that their voting rights are going to be violated, are being violated, or have been violated are provided with guidance on how to file a complaint with the Attorney General’s Office.  

A new complaint form that complies with the requirements of the Help America Vote Act is available through the Attorney General’s web site and at government offices.  

The “Election Law Complaint Form,” Instructions for filing a complaint, the complaint/investigation procedures, an explanation of the Federal voting rights established by the Help America Vote Act, and links to the Federal and State election laws can be accessed at:   http://doj.nh.gov/elections

As required by the Federal Help America Vote Act, complaints regarding violations of voting rights established in the Help America Vote Act must be sworn to in front of a Notary Public or Justice of the Peace.  Individuals making a complaint related to these Federal voting rights may have a hearing on the record if they wish to challenge the resolution of the complaint.  If a complaint has not been resolved within ninety days, the complainant may bring the complaint before the Ballot Law Commission for resolution.   


The Attorney General is committed to ensuring that every inhabitant of New Hampshire who is qualified to vote enjoys all the rights and protections established by law.  In 1984, the voters of New Hampshire amended our Constitution to require that every polling place be easily accessible to all persons including persons with disabilities and the elderly.  The Attorney General’s Office in cooperation with the Secretary of State and the Governor’s Commission on Disability is engaged in a concentrated effort to ensure that every polling place in the State is fully accessible.  The Election Law Complaint procedures announced today will make it easier for voters concerned with the accessibility of their polling place or any other voting right to obtain the assistance of the New Hampshire Attorney General’s Office.
