New Hampshire Holds Its First Ever Statewide Mock Primary for Students!
Students Pick a Presidential Candidate

Over 131 New Hampshire schools representing over 51,526 students have already signed up for the first ever statewide Mock Democratic and Republican Primary in New Hampshire and more are expected before the final totals are announced on January 23rd. This Primary Mock Election is a  part of New Hampshire’s participation in the National Student/Parent Mock Election, the nation's largest voter education project.
Over the past few months, New Hampshire students  have been researching and learning more about the candidates and issues. The Primary Mock Election is an effort to allow students an opportunity to actively participate in the political process by simulating an actual primary election in their school.   
New Hampshire Mock Election’s Honorary Chairman and New Hampshire Commissioner of Education, Nicholas C. Donohue, has encouraged participation in this event as “an exciting opportunity for students to learn about the electoral process and to realize the relevance of politics and voting in their lives.”

Voting in the Primary Mock Election will take place in schools across the state between January 12 and January 23.  The results will be announced by Honorary Chairman, Commissioner of Education, Nicholas C. Donohue, on January 23rd  at a special event for participating schools at New Hampshire Public Television.  Results will also be posted at the NH Primary Mock Election web site at www.nhptv.org/mockelection.
